Express Toll Lanes in Maryland

Recognizing that Express Toll Lanes are most
effective in corridors that daily experience
high levels of congestion at peak periods, the
MDOT, SHA, and MdTA are considering Express
Toll Lanes for a number of the State's most
congested highways:

• Portions of I-95

• I-95/I-495 (Capital Beltway)

• I-695 (Baltimore Beltway)

• I-270

Capital Beltway
The purpose of the Capital Beltway Study is to improve regional mobility, 
provide increased safety, maximize travel operational efficiencies, and
address current and forecasted travel demand in the Capital Beltway corridor,
while supporting the area's economic growth and the environment.

In April 2000, SHA presented a range of highway and transit alternates for 
consideration including the addition of HOV lanes. Since that time, however,
the project direction has changed and the project team is currently evaluating
Express Toll Lanes on the Capital Beltway.

·Hold Public Informational Workshop: Fall 2004

·Hold the Location/Design Public Hearing: Spring/Summer 2005
